Case Classifications

Mississippi investigates and reports both probable and confirmed cases and deaths according to the CSTE case definition.

Confirmed Probable Total
Cases 198,801 126,271 325,072

Deaths 5,135 2,316 7,451

Confirmed cases and deaths are generally determined by positive PCR tests, which detect the presence of ongoing
coronavirus infection.

Probable cases are those who test positive by other testing methods such as antibody or antigen, and have recent
symptoms consistent with COVID-19, indicating a recent infection.

Probable deaths are those individuals with a designation of COVID-19 as a cause of death on the death certificate, but where
no confirmatory testing was performed.

Tracking counties with recent high numbers of COVID-19 cases, adjusted for population, provides insight on where local
outbreaks are most serious, and where protective measures should be increased. For more accurate reporting, these
weekly charts include sample collection dates only up to seven days in the past to allow for case investigation and delays
in lab test reports.

Cases counts in these charts is based on the date of illness onset. If the date of illness is not known, the date the test
sample was taken, or the date of test result reporting is used instead. Counts are adjusted as cases are investigated.

Counties are ranked by two-week case counts, and by two-week incidence (cases proportional to population). A separate
table ranking all counties is also available. All tables updated weekly.
