Stay Home—Stay Healthy Local Directive and Order on Quarantine and Isolation

On March 23, Gov. Jay Inslee issued a Stay Home — Stay Healthy order which will be effective for a minimum of two weeks.
The order requires every Washingtonian to stay at home, except for people:

® Pursuing an essential activity, like shopping for groceries or going to a medical appointment. What's opened and

Going outside for walks and exercise, as long as they keep 6 feet apart.
What does it mean to stay home?

What to do if you areiill

If you are ill with fever and a cough or shortness of breath, stay home. If you are unsure of how to care for yourself or are
concerned about your condition, call your health care provider for advice. If you feel you need to visit your doctor, call them first.
Keep yourself separated from other people and animals in your home. Cover your coughs and sneezes and wash your hands often.
