This applies to all travellers, even if you have no symptoms. Please follow the advice provided to you at the airport.

If you develop symptoms

If you develop symptoms, you must call your GP or 13HEALTH on 1343 25 84.
For severe symptoms, such as shortness of breath at rest or difficulty breathing, dial 000.

If you have been overseas in the last 14 days and are feeling unwell, see a doctor immediately. Before your
appointment, call ahead and advise of your symptoms and recent travel so they can prepare for your visit.

o fatigue

e shortness of breath.

See a doctor immediately if you have these symptoms and have travelled overseas in the past 14 days or have had
contact with a confirmed case of COVID-19 coronavirus.
