Changes to health and travel advice

All Australians must practice social distancing and stay home except for essential trips and exercise. Queenslanders are
urged to stay home this long weekend.

Queensland introduced further border restrictions from midnight Friday 10 April.

There are newself-quarantine requirements for all overseas and interstate travellers, and people arriving from an
identified COVID-19 hotspot.

There is new advice for public gatherings and visits to vulnerable groups.

Queensland's Chief Health Officer has provided new public health directions.

For severe
symptoms, such as shortness of breath at rest or difficulty breathing, dial 000.
