16	new	cases	in	Southern	Health-Santé	Sud;	and

two	new	cases	in	the	Winnipeg	health	region;

six	current	hospitalizations,	with	one	individual	in	intensive	care;

290	active	cases	and	570	individuals	have	recovered	from	COVID-19;	and

the	number	of	deaths	due	to	COVID-19	is	twelve.

Manitobans	are	reminded	Prairie	Mountain	Health	region	has	been	elevated	to	the	restricted	level
(orange)	according	to	the	#RestartMB	Pandemic	Response	System.	As	of	Monday,	Aug.	24,	masks
will	be	mandatory	in	all	public	indoor	places	and	at	all	indoor	and	outdoor	public	gatherings	in	the
region.	Public	gatherings	will	also	be	restricted	to	10	people,	both	indoors	and	outdoors.
Manitobans	within	this	region	are	encouraged	to	take	these	extra	precautions	immediately	to	help
slow	the	spread	of	this	virus.
