Public	health	officials	are	also	reporting	two	deaths	today,	a	male	in	his	80s	from	the	Southern
Health-Santé	Sud	health	region	and	a	female	in	her	80s	from	Prairie	Mountain	Health.		This	brings
the	total	number	of	deaths	to	18.

The	data	shows:

one	case	in	the	Interlake-Eastern	health	region;

two	cases	in	the	Prairie	Mountain	Health	region;

three	cases	in	the	Southern	Health-Santé	Sud;	and

16	cases	in	the	Winnipeg	health	region.

The	data	also	shows:

363	active	cases	and	1,227	individuals	have	recovered	from	COVID-19;

there	are	8	people	in	hospital	and	two	people	in	intensive	care;	and

the	number	of	deaths	due	to	COVID-19	is	18.

Case	investigations	continue	and	if	a	public	health	risk	is	identified,	the	public	will	be	notified.
Confirmed	laboratory	testing	numbers	show	1,626	tests	were	completed	on	Friday,	1,425	tests	were
completed	on	Saturday	and	1,116	tests	were	completed	on	Sunday,	bringing	the	total	number	of
lab	tests	completed	since	early	February	to	166,998.
