The data shows:

e two case in the Interlake-Eastern health region;
e two cases in the Southern Health-Santé Sud; and
e 20 cases in the Winnipeg health region.

The data also shows:

e 380 active cases and 1,234 individuals have recovered from COVID-19;
e there are 8 people in hospital and two people in intensive care; and

e the number of deaths due to COVID-19 is 18.

Confirmed laboratory testing numbers show 1,205 tests were completed on Monday, bringing the
total number of lab tests completed since early February to 167,203.
