three	cases	in	the	Prairie	Mountain	Health	region;

two	cases	in	the	Interlake-Eastern	health	region;

one	case	in	the	Northern	health	region;

six	cases	in	the	Southern	Health-Santé	Sud;	and

30	cases	in	the	Winnipeg	health	region.

The	data	also	shows:

418	active	cases	and	1,238	individuals	have	recovered	from	COVID-19;

there	are	11	people	in	hospital	and	five	people	in	intensive	care;	and

the	number	of	deaths	due	to	COVID-19	is	18.

Confirmed	laboratory	testing	numbers	show	1,703	tests	were	completed	on	Tuesday,	bringing	the
total	number	of	lab	tests	completed	since	early	February	to	170,045.	Case	investigations	continue
and	if	a	public	health	risk	is	identified,	the	public	will	be	notified.
