Thursday,	13	August.	All	were	negative.

	

For	symptomatic	patients:

10	days	after	symptom	onset,	plus	at	least	3	additional	days	without	symptoms	(including	without	fever	and	without

respiratory	symptoms).	Persons	will	then	be	retested	and	must	obtain	two	negative	tests	24	hours	apart.

	

For	asymptomatic	cases:

10	days	after	positive	test	for	COVID-19.	Persons	will	be	then	be	retested	and	must	obtain	two	negative	tests	24

hours	apart.
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From	1	August	further	permissions	have	eased.	Social	distancing	&	preventative	measures	must	be	observed.
