Major Activities undertaken by the State of Haryana to control the spread of COVID-19 

• Department of Health fixed the per day upper cap of COVID treatment charges in all private hospitals 

through order dated 25.06.2020. The rates for isolation beds (Rs. 8, 000 per day for Non- NABH Hospitals, 

Rs. 10, 000 per day for JCI/ NABH Hospitals), ICU Beds without Ventilators (Rs. 13, 000 per day for Non- 

NABH Hospitals, Rs. 15, 000 per day for JCI/ NABH Hospitals), ICU Beds with Ventilators (Rs. 15, 000 

per day for Non- NABH Hospitals, Rs. 18, 000 per day for JCI/ NABH Hospitals).   

• State Government has fixed the Rates/ Charges for different type of COVID 19 testing as below:- 

1. CBNAAT testing- 2400/-.

are being provided through helpline. The helpline nos. are 8558893911, 1075 and 108 (Ambulance Services) 
available for 24 X 7.

• More than 50 Mobile Health Teams have already been formed to check health status regarding SARI, ILI etc.  

• Haryana has 41, 707 bedded quarantine facilities in Dedicated COVID Care Centers and 13,731 Beds are 

available in Dedicated COVID Hospitals and in Dedicated COVID Health Centers. 

• Department of Ayush has distributed immunity boosting medicines to more than 12.19 lac persons in containment 

zones. 

• A total no. of 102FIRs have been registered against 127accused persons and 55 arrests have been for spreading 

fake news/rumors on WhatsApp and social media. 
• A total no. of 21FIRs have been registered against 92 known accused persons/ various unknown persons and 28 

arrests have been for attacking on religious minorities.
