The delta plus variant has been labelled 
as a “Variant of Concern” in India and the MoHFW has 
asked all states to be vigilant.

DELTA VARIANT DETECTED FROM 
GENOMIC SEQUENCING IN THE STATE

Delta variant is one of the four ‘Variants of Concern’ identified by the WHO due to its high 
transmissibility There are also 7 Variants of Interests as listed by WHO as of June 2021. 
“Given the increase in transmissibility, the delta variant is expected to rapidly overcome 
other variants and become the dominant variant in the coming months across the globe’’- 
WHO. It has already been reported from 96 countries. 

Increased transmissibility and Secondary Attack Rate. Increase 
in effective reproduction number compared with Alpha variant is 
around 55%. This has been demonstrated in the state wherein all 
members in the same household are being tested positive unlike 
the past year along with increase in super spreader events. The 
high positivity rate during the peak of the Pandemic also points 
towards the high infectiousness of the variant. The virus is highly 
transmissible in crowded and closed spaces 

Viruses are expected to change and the ones with more transmissibility like 
the Delta variant will dominate other variants. Mutations or changes in the 
Virus will continue as long as there is uncontrolled transmission  

Studies are still underway but there is possible increased risk of 
severity of disease and hospitalization compared with the 
original virus.

We need to outsmart the virus by strictly observing all COVID-19 appropriate 
behaviors and stop its transmission. 

We need to increase population immunity by vaccinating as many as possible 
in the shortest amount of time. 

Continued surveillance and genomic sequencing. 

COVAVIN and COVISHIELD vaccines are still very effective 
against severe disease, hospitalization or death by the Delta 
Variant. Only minimal loss has been observed.

93 out of 98 samples sequenced from positive samples collected in the 
month of April 2021 and May 2021 were found to be of the delta variant. 



In addition to State SOP, the following indicators will be used to assess the 
situational level of districts from a situation level of ‘0’ to ‘4’ where ‘0’ represents no 
active cases in last 28 days and ‘4’ an uncontrolled situation. The districts can 
enforce additional Public Health and Social measures as per situational level.  
The first 4 core indicators will be used for assessment.

Longleng reported zero cases in the

Dimapur, Kohima and Mokokchung 
showed an increase in total new cases 
compared to the previous week.  

Genomic sequencing shows dominance of 
Delta Variant in the state. 

The state has administered 5.26 lakh 
vaccine doses across the state. 

43% of all positive cases reported in 2021 
has been from Dimapur, followed by 
Kohima (30%) and Mokokchung (9%) 

21 to 30 year age group has the maximum 
positive cases at 27%. This signifies the 
role of the young people in transmission of 
the virus.

Maximum deaths have been observed in 
the 30-44 and 60-74 age groups.
