Public	health	measures	to	be	extended	until	May	5

The	public	health	measures	will	be	extended	for	a	further	3	weeks.	The	measures	will	now	stay	in	place	until

Tuesday,	May	5.

The	extension	of	the	measures	was	announced	by	the	Taoiseach	Leo	Varadkar	and	the	Minister	for	Health,

Simon	Harris	who	both	said	that	the	measures	are	being	extended	because	they	are	saving	lives.

The	Minister	for	Health,	Simon	Harris,	has	made	changes	to	ensure	that	patients	will	no	longer	have	to	bring

paper	scripts	to	pharmacists	to	get	prescriptions	or	repeat	prescriptions.	Instead	-	these	prescriptions	will	be

emailed	to	the	pharmacy	from	the	prescribing	doctor	via	the	HSE's	Healthmail	system.

As	well	as	this,	prescription	lengths	have	been	increased	-	so	people	with	a	prescription	for	6	months	will	have

the	validity	period	extended	to	9	months.
