Construction and Trades

Only essential or emergency work and work on critical national
infrastructure or in the national interest only.

Social distancing

Compulsory for all residents:

e Only leave your house for food, health reasons, work (where this

absolutely cannot be done from home), brief period of exercise each day

e Stay 2 metres (6ft) away from other people
e Wash your hands as soon as you get home

Stay at Home Requirement

For all residents except:

e Collection of medication and any other medical need

e Once aday exercise with other household members only

e Postal services

e Providing support for Vulnerable adults

e Purchase of food, pet supplies

e Moving under 18s between the homes of separated parents

e Travelling to and from work but only where this absolutely cannot be
done from home
