HIGHLIGHTS

* On the 19th of March 2020, Four new confirmed cases of COVID-19 recorded in Nigeria
* Cummulatively, there are Twelve (12) confirmed cases of COVID-19 in Nigeria
* Apart from the index case, a total of 68 people have been screened for COVID-19 (13 new) in 9 States (Edo, Ekiti, Enugu, FCT, Kano, Lagos, Ogun,

Rivers, and Yobe) out of which 52 tested negative and have been ruled out, result is pending for eight, while seven were confirmed positive.
