•	Till	date,	thirty-six	(36)	cases	have	been	confirmed,	two	cases	have	been	discharged	and	one	death	from	COVID-19	recorded	in	Nigeria
•	Of	the	five	(5)	new	cases,	one	(1)	is	in	Edo	State,	two	(2)	are	in	the	Federal	Capital	Territory	(FCT),	and	two	(3)	are	in	Lagos	State
•	The	case	in	Edo	State	is	being	treated	at	Irrua	Specialist	Teaching	Hospital;	cases	in	the	FCT	are	being	treated	at	the	University	of	Abuja	Teaching
