HIGHLIGHTS

* On the 26th of March 2020, fourteen (14) new confirmed cases of COVID-19 recorded in Nigeria

« Till date, sixty-five (65) cases have been confirmed, three cases have been discharged and one death from COVID-19 recorded in Nigeria

» Of the seven (14) new cases reported on the 26th of March, twelve (12) are in Lagos State and two (2) are in FCT

* All new cases have mild to moderate symptoms and are currently receiving care.
