19 recorded in Nigeria.

+ Of the thirty-five (35) new cases reported on the 1st of April, nine (9) are in Osun, nine (9) in Lagos, seven (7) are in FCT, five (5) are in
Akwa Ibom, two (2) are in Edo, one (1) is in Kaduna, one (1) is in Bauchi and one (1) is in Ekiti.

* All new cases have mild to moderate symptoms and are currently receiving care.

+ A multi-sectoral national emergency operations centre (EOC), activated at level 3, continues to coordinate the national response activities
