•	Till	date,	442	cases	have	been	confirmed,	152	cases	have	been	discharged	and	thirteen	deaths	have	been	recorded	in	Nigeria	
•	The	35	new	cases	are	reported	from	four	states-	Lagos	(19),	FCT	(9),	Kano	(5),	Oyo	(2).
