Most	of	the	238	con�rmed	cases	who	are	still	in	hospital	are	stable	or	improving.	2	are	in	critical	condition	in	the	intensive
care	unit.

10,751	cases	who	have	mild	symptoms,	or	are	clinically	well	but	still	test	positive	for	COVID-19	are	isolated	and	cared	for	at
community	facilities.
