Of	the	10	cases	in	the	community,	8
had	been	picked	up	as	a	result	of	proactive	surveillance	and	screening,	the	remaining	2	had	been	placed	on	quarantine
earlier.

718	more	cases	of	COVID-19	infection	have	been	discharged	from	hospitals	or	community	isolation	facilities.	To	date,	34,942
have	fully	recovered	from	the	infection	and	have	been	discharged	from	hospitals	or	community	isolation	facilities.

Most	of	the	179	con�rmed	cases	who	are	still	in	hospital	are	stable	or	improving.	1	is	in	critical	condition	in	the	intensive	care
unit.

6,948	cases	who	have	mild	symptoms,	or	are	clinically	well	but	still	test	positive	for	COVID-19	are	isolated	and	cared	for	at
community	facilities.	

26	have	passed	away	from	complications	due	to	COVID-19	infection.
