3. Thailand Implementations

e The Ministry of Public Health has permitted private hospitals and clinics that detect
the COVID-19 patients under the “green level symptoms” to allow them to be treated
at home instead of being admitted to the hospital. The patients who can undergo
Home Isolation must be asymptomatic, under 60 years old, healthy, live alone or with
no more than one other person, and have no underlying diseases including obesity,
chronic obstructive pulmonary disease, chronic kidney disease, cardiovascular
disease, or uncontrolled diabetes.
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e The Phuket governor increased the rigidity of COVID-19 control measures by
commanding to raise the level of screening for tourists and people who travel
domestically to Phuket province from July 15-31, 2021. People who travel from the
list of 34 provinces designated by the CCSA, must have received a COVID-19
vaccine (one or two doses depending on the vaccine) and have negative COVID-19
test results taken within 7 days.

e The Department of Health recommends that residents and caregivers living with
infected people in their homes, condominiums or flats, should wear masks at all
times, wash their hands frequently with soap and water for at least 20 seconds, not
share personal items, eat their meals separately, eat cooked food and drink 6-8
glasses of clean water per day, get enough sleep, find relaxing activities to cope with
their stress, as well as disposing of trash and used masks in sealed bags. Before
discarding them, use two lids of bleach before putting them in another bag and then
close the bag tightly.

4. Risk Assessment of COVID-19 Situation

The global COVID-19 situation shows that there are more than 189 million cases with
the number likely to decline to below 500,000 people per day. The number of daily deaths
has also started to decline to lower than nine thousand per day with the total number of
deaths exceeding 4 million. The situation in Thailand showed that the cumulative number of
COVID-19 infections has been confirmed at 343,352 cases. Today, there were 9,085 new
locally transmitted cases confirmed across the 77 provinces. The daily number of new
infected cases has tended to stabilize at more than 8,000 per day. The total number of fatal
cases in this wave has reached 2,938 people, with a mortality rate 0.86%. The deaths
among the elderly have increased from the previous outbreak waves. Elderly people over 60
years old have a mortality rate of about 8 times higher than the 40-59 year-old group. For the
current vaccination situation in Thailand, more than 13.5 million doses have been
administered. However, the vaccination coverage among the elderly is still low. As of today,
15% of the elderly population have received one dose of a vaccine and only 1% have
received two doses. Therefore, vaccination should be accelerated among the elderly and
people with at least one of the 7 chronic diseases. It is important to set up the mechanism for
providing vaccines to vulnerable groups to reduce the risk of severe illness or death, and to
improve the bed occupancy of critically ill patients in hospitals.
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
