COVID-19 Data Dashboard Improvements 
The Dashboard of COVID-19 Activity in Vermont has undergone some changes to improve 
the user experience. Thank you to all who provided feedback through our website survey! 
 
In the left-hand column of numbers, we now highlight the number of New Cases more 
prominently, with Total Cases in smaller font underneath. The categories of Recovered and 
Deaths now also includes the percentage of total cases. 
 
We’ve also added some new data categories:  

• Hospitalized in ICU 
• Positive Test Rate 7-day Avg. 
• Total Tests 

 
The main tab now features the map of COVID-19 Positive Cases by County in Last 14 Days. 
Click on the right- and left-hand arrows at the bottom of the dashboard to scroll through the 
tabs and view other changes.
