COVID-19 Transmission and Children 
A commentary published by two University of Vermont pediatric infectious disease 
specialists in the journal Pediatrics, the official peer-reviewed journal of the American 
Academy of Pediatrics, concludes that children infrequently transmit COVID-19 to each other 
or to adults and that many schools can and should reopen in the fall — provided they follow 
appropriate social distancing guidelines and take into account rates of transmission in their 
communities.

Get Tested for COVID-19  
People who want to be tested can contact their health care provider for a referral. 
 
For people who do not have symptoms of COVID-19, pop-up sites for testing are currently 
scheduled through July. The sites operate from 9:00 a.m. to 3:00 p.m.  
 
See how to get tested and to make an appointment. 
 
The Health Department is working with pharmacies to also provide testing. On July 10, 
Governor Scott said access to testing for COVID-19 is a key part of maintaining the progress 
we have made against spread of the virus. Thanking businesses that have already stepped 
up, including Kinney Drugs and Walgreens, Gov. Scott said he is “personally asking 
Vermont’s pharmacies and their parent companies to move as quickly as possible to join in 
this effort ─ for their customers, staff and all Vermonters.” 
 
Protest Safely  
We support Vermonters engaging in peaceful protests and other civic activities to make their 
voices heard.  
 
Please remember that large gatherings do pose a greater risk for virus exposure. So, wear a 
mask when near others, maintain a 6-foot distance, and if you're sick, find actions to make 
yourself heard from home.
