September is National Preparedness Month, a good time to make sure we’re ready in case 
of an emergency or disaster. The coronavirus pandemic puts into perspective just how 
unpredictable disasters are and how far-reaching their impact can be.  
 
If you don’t have a supplies kit, it’s a good time to make one — including food, water and 
other essential items to last for several days. Consider your family’s unique needs, such as 
medications or supplies for pets. If you already have a kit, make sure to add items to protect 
you and your family from COVID-19, such as face masks and hand sanitizer.
