New on healthvermont.gov 
In the newest Weekly Data Summary Spotlight, we focus on Vermont COVID-19 cases among 
Black, Indigenous and people of color (BIPOC). There is a disproportionate number of BIPOC 
with COVID-19 in Vermont. 
 
The summary gives you detailed Vermont data about cases among Black, Indigenous and 
people of color, including rates by county, sex and age. Compare rates of hospitalization, 
chronic disease and how they may be exposed to COVID-19, with white non-Hispanic people. 

 
There are a number of contributing factors to these disparities – including systemic and 
structural racism, socioeconomic disadvantage, historical injustice, and oppressive systems 
that affect the conditions in which people are born, grow, live and work.

What we know about these disparities tells us what must be done to achieve health equity, 
and to ensure that everyone in Vermont has a fair and just opportunity to be healthy. 
 
Some of the actions Vermont must take include focusing on primary prevention efforts, 
engaging with communities, as well as funding racial justice initiatives and partnering with 
racial justice advocacy organizations to reduce health disparities.
