On	March	12,	2020	Washington	State	Governor	Jay	Inslee	announced	that	all	schools	in	King,
Snohomish,	and	Pierce	counties	will	close	from	Tuesday,	March	17	through	Friday,	April	24.	The
decision	was	made	in	response	to	the	spread	of	COVID-19	in	the	Washington	counties	hit	hardest	by
the	virus.	With	this	in	mind,	we’ve	created	resources	for	child	cares	and	families	for	how	to	care	for
children	while	school	is	out.

King	County	Public	Health	has	confirmed	cases	of	novel	coronavirus,	as	seen	in	other	parts	of	the	world	and	U.S.	The	majority
of	these	illnesses	are	mild,	with	fever	and	cough.	A	much	smaller	percentage	of	cases	are	severe	and	involve	pneumonia,
particularly	in	elderly	people	and	people	with	underlying	medical	conditions.	This	is	a	quickly	evolving	situation	and	this
site	will	be	updated	frequently.
